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Third Grade News

It is the beginning of the school year, so | wanted to take this opportunity to explain more about the
approach to Carden’s 3rd Grade spelling curriculum:

Every week the students study two lists of spelling words. On Monday and Wednesday a new list of
words is introduced to the students through a story. As | read the story, | stop when | get to one of
our words. | then recite the letter sounds of that word. The students then recite and write each
letter. We then orally spell each word twice. Finally, we write and say the phonetic “control” for
each word. This multi-sensory approach helps to solidify in the child’s mind the spelling and
enunciation of each word. It also teaches them how to decode other words, by using a phonetic
approach.

Each Tuesday and Thursday we recall the lists of words, which involves writing each word again
from memory. We then review the words, confirm their spelling, and confirm the Carden controls.
This activity highlights to the student those words which need further practice. The recall lists of
words are sent home in the homework folder each Tuesday and Thursday, with my corrections as
needed. For Tuesday’s homework there will usually be a writing assignment with the list of words.
The students may write a sentence for each spelling word or a story which includes all of the words.
Any corrections that | have made to the recall lists should be reviewed by the student in
preparation for Friday’s spelling test.

The Carden spelling approach is quite different from most traditional approaches. It is not about
memorizing a list of words each week, and then likely forgetting them just after the test. Rather
the students work with the words, utilizing their multiple learning styles (visual, auditory, and
kinesthetic). This approach provides the highest probability for success.
